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The purposes of this study were 1) to analyze Thai journals on nutrition
from B.E. 2542 to 2547 (1999-2004) in terms of type of article, publishers,
writer, contents, writing styles, references, illustrations and format; 2) to study
the objectives of the journals; and 3) to investigate the trends of the journals.
Data were recorded in the analysis form and subjected to statistical analysis.
Descriptive statistics were applied to summarize the data by frequency and
percentage. The population in this study was 14 nutrition journals published
from 2542 to 2547, a total of 359 issues, or 636 articles.

The results of this research can be summarized as follows:

1. Most of the journals were semi-academic, followed by academic.
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2. The publishers were mostly private agencies, followed by
government organizations and foundations.

3. Most of the articles did not mention the names of the writers. Other
writers were lecturers, and the fewest were nutrition biochemists.

4. Most of the articles were about consumer behavior promotion for
nutrition and good health, ;nd others were about the importance of good
nutrition and food, and the fewest were about treatment and prevention of
diseases.

5. The most common writing style was narrative research, and the least
common was the critical style.

6. Source references did not appear in most of the articles.

7. Most of the illustrations were color.

8. All of the periodicals were paperbound, printed on pound paper,
format size 21 x 28.7 centimeters.

9. Most of the articles were from the Food and Health Journal, and the
fewest articles were about food and medicine.

10. The objectives of journals were the dissemination of academic
articles and research reports.

11. There was a trend to increase the number of articles on consumer
behavior promotion for nutrition and good health, while food consumer

protection articles were decreasing.
