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This thesis investigates attitudes toward the teaching profession
evinced by teachers in schools under the jurisdiction of the Office of the
Commission on Private Education of the Bangkok Educational Service Area,
Office II. The research population consisted of 540 teachers in these schools
selected through multi-stage random sampling. The research tool consisted of
a questionnaire specially constructed by the researcher and couched at a

reliability level of 0.96.

The research findings are as follows:

1. Attitudes towards the teaching profession of these teachers are at
a high level, and are ranked in descending order of importance as follows: the
characteristics of a teaching career, the status of the teaching profession, the
process of learning and teaching, the promotion and development of personal
knowledge, and attitudes toward teaching, respectively. Ranked at a moderate
level are the status of the teaching profession vis-a-vis their security of
position and the freedom they enjoy.

2. Teachers differing in terms of gender do not evince differences in
attitudes toward the teaching profession, at a statistically significant level of
0.05. Comparing attitudes toward the teaching profession of these teachers
vis-a-vis the promotion and development of personal knowledge, stability of
position and freedom, it is found that there is a statistically significant
relationship at a level of 0.05. Otherwise there are no statistically significant
differences.

3. Teachers differing in age do not evince different attitudes toward
the teaching profession, at a statistically significant level of 0.05. However,
regarding the status of the teaching profession and the promotion and
development of personal knowledge, there is a statistically significant
relationship at the level of 0.05. Otherwise there are no statistically significant

differences.
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4. Inregard to their attitudes toward the teaching profession, teachers
who differ in terms of educational level do not evince differences at a
statistically significant level of 0.05. In addition, there are no other
statistically significant differences at the level of 0.05.

5. Teachers with differences in teaching experience do not evince
differences in their attitude toward the teaching profession at a statistically
significant level of 0.05. However, regarding the status of the teaching
profession, the situation regarding learning and teaching, the characteristics of
a teaching career, and the promotion and development of personal knowledge
vis-a-vis differences in teaching experience, teachers do exhibit differences, at
a statistically significant level of 0.05. Otherwise there are no statistically

significant differences.
