The objective of this research is to study factors which affect the demand and supply of paperboard
in paper packaging industry of Thailand, the status of paper packaging industry as well as the status
of paperboard manufacturing industry. The research is based on time series secondary data from
year 1991 to 200G, collected from governmental agencies so as to analyze the paperboard demand
by means of multiple regression and the paperboard manufacturing supply by incans of Cobb
Douglas manufacturing function. In addition, the rescarch also relies on primary data gained from
questionnaires which completed by paper packaging houses and paperboard manufacturing factories
in order to study the status of paper packaging industry and the status of paperboard
manufacturing industry. The research findings reveal that the most influential factor on paperboard
demand is price of paperboard and followed by per capita income. The elastic of paperboard
consumption affecting change in price of paperboard and per capita income is —1.341 and 1.212,
respectively. Whereas, the most influential factor on paperboard manufacturing supply is machinery
and equipment cost, followed by labor cost. The clastic of supply affecting change in machinery
cost and labor cost is 0.834 and 0.463, respectively. Most paper package printing industry have
operated business as limited companies, having registered capital below 10 million Baht. Nearly all
printing houses have domestic printing orders to fulfill all vear round. The paperboard 1sed as
material mostly is home-produced, with monthly purchasing value at 500,000 Babt. It is
recommended that the government should promote frce trade among Thai paper factories and
foreign ones, thus generating benefit to consumers. Most paperboard manufacturing industry have
operated business as limited companies, with a great amount of registered capital, using
manufacturing materials which are both domestic and imported ones. Most factorics, not operating
at full capacity, but nevertheless have potential to increase their manufacturing capacity. It is
recommended that the government should promote any measures that are conducive to overseas

market expansion, paving the way for balance of trade.
