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The research project entitled “the Study on the Drafting of Act on Research involving Human
Being BE. ....” aims to provide the appropriate legal measures in order to confrol and regulate the
research invélizing human subject. The ultimate result of this project is a draft bill regarding the research
mvolving human subject that can protects rights, liberty and dignity of the human subjects when they
participate in the research project.

This research is conducted through a qualitative method, particularly by
documentary research, comprehensive interviews and focus-group brainstorming. After
consulting with experts, academics and stake-holders, the researcher has complied and
analyzed the information gained. The researcher then proposes the results comprising both
main hea&ings and sub headings, each of which explains the underlying reasons of the
proposals.

This study found that Thailand at this moment lacks the specific law regarding the
research involving human being, As a result, human subjects who participate in the research
project do not have enough protection by law. It is recommended that there be a specific law
designed to protect the rights of human subjects. The law should contain the following elements:

1. The law must provide fundamental rights of the human subjects who participate in the
research project involving human being such as the right to information and the right to
compensation.

2. The law should establish an independent authority for the protection of human
subject. This authority must have the duty to register the Ethics Committee, regulate the
research standards, and inspect the Ethics Committee in order to find out whether its work is

in compliance with the standard set by the authority.

3. The law must have specific provisions regarding the informed consent of the
human subjects. These provisions will guarantee that the consent given by the subject is real’
and without undue influence. The informed consent provisions, however, should be flexible
enough, especially in the case where the subject cannot give consent in writing or even by
himself.

4. The law should have legal measures that help the subject who get injured during
the research project. For example, the law may set up a fund which will compensate the
injured subject or require the researcher to have an insurance policy before conducting the

project.
