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Abstract

This research aimed to survey the library’s information literacy tutorial websites and
compared it’s contents with the standard of Information Literacy Competency Standards for
Higher Education of ALA Year 2000. The population studies was composed of 17 websites. The
tools for data collection was the websites survey form, and the data was analyzed in percentage.

The survey revealed that all of the information literacy website was created by the
university libraries(100%), Most of them, 15 websites(88.24%) were designed and made in USA
and the others were made in Australia(5.88%)and Hong Kong(5.88%). Most of websites which
indicated their responsible person was 10 websites(53.83%), and 11 websites(64.70%) indicated
date modified.

The contents of information literacy on library websites compared with information
literacy standards of ALA. The research found that, 7 websites(29.41%) provided the contents of
information literacy for 5 standards, 7 websites(41.7%) provided the contents for 4 standards, 4
websites(23.52%) provided the contents for 3 standards and only one websites provided the
contents for 2 standards. It was also found that the Information Literacy Standards of ALA which
was mostly used to teach information literacy on the websites were the 1% standard and the
2mstandard, there were found in 17 websites(100%), the objective of them were taught the
students to defined and articulated the need of information and identified a variety of types and
formats of potential sources for information. The least standards which was used was the 4"
standard, found in 5 websites(24.41%), it’s taught students to use information effectively to
accomplish a specific purpose. The result found that most of the module contents on the
information literacy websites were compatible with all 5 standards of the Information Literacy

Competency Standards for Higher Education of ALA.
