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This research aims to construct a test to measure emotional quotient in
accordance with Buddhist principles: Sappurisadhamma 7 for students in level
4, Matthayom Sueksa 4 to 6 and to create a normal norm in the form of
a normal T-score. The aim of this test is to measure emotional quotient in
accordance with Buddhist principles: Sappurisadhamma 7, which consists of
seven aspects: knowing principles and causes, knowing objectives and results,
knowing oneself, knowing moderation, knowing occasion, knowing company,

and knowing persons. The population consisted of 988 level 4 students,
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Matthayom Sueksa 4 to 6 in the academic year 2006 from schools under the
supervision of the Office of the Basic Education Commission, Bangkok
Metropolitan Administration. The population was gathered by multiple
random sampling.

The findings are as follows.

1. The designation of indicating behavior and the sub-characteristics of
Sappurisadhamma 7, using the Delphi technique and based on the input of 13
experts who were in agreement in terms of their opinions, indicate the range
between a quartile of 0.54 to 1.38. The difference between the median and
mode was between 0.00 to 0.43.

2. The test to measure emotional quotient score in accordance with
Buddhist principles, Sappurisadhamma 7, had an accuracy of content
according to six experts who were in agreement in terms of their opinions,
with the agreement value between 0.05 to 1.00.

3. The discriminatory power for each item found by the t-test was at
a statistically significant level of .05, with a t-ratio of between 3.22 to 9.90.

4. The reliability level of the test using the alpha coefficient was at 0.91
for the whole test. The reliability level in each aspect was from 0.57 to 0.68.

5. In terms of the normal criteria of the test for measuring emotional
quotient in accordance with Buddhist principles, Sappurisadhamma 7 as
a whole had a normal T-score from T18 to T80. The normal T-score in each
aspect was as follows: knowing principles and causes from T20 to T78,

knowing objectives and results from T20 to T77, knowing oneself from T20
to T78, knowing moderation from T20 to T80, knowing occasion from T20 to

T80, knowing company from T20 to T76 and knowing persons from T20 to

T77.
