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The purpose of this research was to compare the self-esteem and the negative automatic
thoughts of children whose parents move versus not move away to work.

Subject were 329 children whose age was between 10 — 15 years old, sponsored by the
World Vision Foundation of Thailand in Thongsaenkhan District, Uttraradit Province. The first
group was 153 children whose parents moved away to work and the second group was 176
children whose parents did not move away to work.

The instruments used for data collection were the self-esteem questionnaire and the
negative automatic thought questionnaire. Data were analyzed by using descriptive statistics
consisted of percentage, mean score, standard deviation and t-test (independence).

The results were as followed:

1. Children-whose parents did not move away to work had a significant higher mean
score of self-esteem than that of children whose parents moved away to work (t = 2.637, p < .01).

2. There was no statistical difference of the negative automatic thought scores between
the children whose parents did not move away to work and the children whose parents moved

away to work.
