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ABSTRACT 214117

The objective of this independent study was to compare expectations of parents and
students in studying at Faculty of Science, Chiang Mai University. The data were collected from
320 parents and 389 students by simple random sampling during October to December 2008.
Descriptive statistics was used for data analysis.

Totally, 8 issues of expectation have been studied. Part I includes 7 issues i.e. (i)
academics affair, (ii) lecturer, (iii) classroom, laboratory, instruments and equipment, (iv) career
opportunity, (v) welfare and service, (vi) rules, discipliné and administration (vii) social,
personality, ethic and merit. Part II is cost of education and others.

The results revealed that parents have a higher expectation than students in all issues
of Part I. Ranking by importance, both parents and students expected most on lecturer following
by social and personality, and ethic and merit, respectively. The least expectation is on welfare
and service.

For expectation on cost of education and others, it was found that most of parents
and students expected the proper amount of fees per semester at about 5,000-9,999 baht, Other
academic expense per semester should be less than 3,000 baht. For living cost of students per
month, parents expected to be in the range of 3,000-3,999 baht, but students expected to be more

than 4,000 baht.

Both parents and students expected for a starting salary of 10,000-14,999 baht.
Parents expected students to work in government sector or government corporation sector, but
students expected to work in private sector. For higher education, parents expected students to
further study at Faculty of Science, Chiang Mai University, but students expected to study in
other faculties in Chiang Mai University.

Factors affecting the expectation of parents on cost of education and others are their
careers and monthly income, whereas those affecting the expectation of students on cost of
education and others are their groups of major fields, types of entrance examination and grade

point average of the upper secondary level.
