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This thesis describes the construction of a test measuring the emotional
quotient in accordance with Buddhist principles (Sappurisadhamma 7) for
primary school students at level one. Additionally, a norm is created for
interpreting scores on this test. Finally, the emotional quotient scores of these
students are compared by reference to gender, year of study and grades.

The sample population consisted of 906 level one primary students
from Prathom Sueksa 1 to Prathom Sueksa 3 in the second semester of the
academic year 2006. The sample population was taken from thirty classrooms

in six schools under the supervision of the Education Bureau of the Bangkok
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Metropolitan Administration. The research tool consisted of a test with
eighty-four questions created by the researcher to measure emotional quotient
in accordance with the aforesaid Buddhist principles. Test quality was
ascertained in terms of accuracy of content, level of difficulty, discriminatory
power, precision, and normal criteria. The data was analyzed using a t-test
and one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA).

The findings are as follows:

1. The characteristics of the factors of Sappurisadhamma 7 for level
one primary students, using the Delphi research technique, indicate that the
quartile range was between 0.65 to 1.42. The difference between the median
and mode was between 0.15 to 0.75. In regard to the quality of the test, it was
found that, in terms of accuracy of content, the agreement value for individual
items ranged from 0.60 to 1.00. The level of difficulty and discriminatory
power ranged from 0.32 to 0.99 and -0.09 to 0.81, respectively. In regard to
the precision of the test, the whole test had the precision value of 0.8624 and
normal criteria in the form of normal T-score ranged from 18 to 79.

2. Female students had emotional quotient scores on average higher
than male students at a statistically significant level of .05.

3. Students with different grades differed regarding their average
emotional quotient score at a statistically significant level of .05.

4. Students differing in regard to year of study did not differ in

emotional quotient score at a statistically significant level.
