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The purpose of this independent study was to compare of reading ability in students
with mental retardation retardation receiving lesson plan with and without song and pictures.
Partidipants were six male and female students with mental retardation in educable group, aged
between 10-11 years old studying in Prathom Suksa 3 of the second term in Education year 2006
at Kawila-Anukul School, Chiang Mai. The instruments were composed of 30 lesson plans with
:and song and pictures, leaning behavior record form, video recorder, word reading tests (use as
Pre-post and post test). Data were analyzed by using descriptive statistics. Means
and percents were calculated. The results of the study were as follows:

1. This researcher created 30 lesson plans with pictures, also composed with 13 song.
The rhymé is él1ort and easy to memorized; the rhythm are fun.

2. The experimental group of students with educable mental retardation gained 62.23
percents in reading ability after receiving 30 lesson plan with song and pictures. Their
improvements of reading ability were in good level.

3. The comparison between the control and the experimental groups after 30 lesson
plans showed that the experimental groups gained 45.53 percents in reading ability more than

the control group.
