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This thesis involves the construction of a test measuring emotional
quotient in accordance with the Buddhist principles of Sappurisadhamma 7
for level two primary school students. Also created is a norm used for the
interpretation of scores on this test. Finally, the emotional quotient levels are
compared based on the scores of students who differ in terms of gender, year
of study and grades.

The sample population consisted of 960 primary students in level two
in the second semester of the academic year 2006 studying at nine schools
under the supervision of the Education Bureau of the Bangkok Metropolitan

Administration. The sample was selected through multiple random sampling.
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The research tool consisted of a test with eighty-four questions created by the
researcher to measure emotional quotient in accordance with the Buddhist
principles of Sappurisadhamma 7 as administered to the aforesaid students.
The findings are as follows:
1. The construction and examination of the quality of the research tool:

1.1 The designation of the characteristics of the factors of
Sappurisadhamma 7 used a Delphi technique involving the judgement of
seventeen experts who had agreed in terms of their opinions. The range was
between quartile 0.28 and 1.21. The difference between the median and mode
was from 0.11 to 0.45.

1.2 The accuracy of the content of the test measuring the emotional
quotient in accordance with Buddhist principles (Sappurisadhamma 7) as
considered by five experts who concurred in terms of opinion had agreement
values regarding individual items ranging from 0.60 to 1.00.

1.3 The degree of discriminatory power of this test in regard to
seventy-six questions using the t-ratio was found to be at the statistically
significant level of 0.05. The questions not evincing discriminatory power
were rewritten.

1.4 The precision value of this test as a whole was 0.8945.

1.5 The normal criteria in the form of normal T-score indicate
normal T-scores ranging from 21 to 82. The normal T-score in each factor had
a normal T-score ranging from 17 to 82, normal T 17 to 78, normal T 17 to 82,

normal T 20 to 80, normal T 17 to 77, normal T 17 to 77, normal T 17 to 82.
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2. The comparative analysis of emotional quotient scores in accordance
with Buddhist principles (Sappurisadhamma 7) of primary students level two
yielded the following results:

2.1 The emotional quotient scores of female students were on
average higher than those of male students at a statistically significant level of
0.05.

2.2 Students differing in terms of their year of study also differed on
average on emotional quotient scores at the statistically significant level of
.05.

2.3 Students with different grades had different average emotional

quotient scores at the statistically significant level of 0.05.
