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The objective of this thesis is to study legal measures related to the
control, examination and punishment of offenders of radio active substances
under the Atomic Energy of Peace Act B.E. 2504 (Amendment No. 2 B.E.
2508), the Labor Protection Act B.E. 2541, the Dangerous Substance Act B.E.
2535, the National Promotion and Conservation of Environment Act B.E.
2535, the Factory Act B.E. 2535. These laws only represent a portion of the
laws related to the punishment of the offenders of radio active substances.

The study reveals that the present legal measures related to the control,
the uses, and the possession of radio active substances are not effective
encugh to prevent harmful results to the environment, and the property and

safety of the people. The causes of the ineffectiveness result from the

ambiguity of the laws since there is no provision of the law which prescribes a
clear period of time that the government officials may inspect the premises
which uses and stores radio active substances. The Office of the Atomic
Energy should have the power to immediately seize and take possession of
any radio active substances, the possession of which is against the law, and
impose criminal sanctions against the offenders who violate the law. Such
measures would produce a deterrent effect upon the offenders. It can also be
used as a suppression measure against the offenders.

In order for the foregoing laws to control and prevent any injuries to
the life, body and property of the people to be effectively enforced, the author
is of the opinion that the Atomic Energy for Peace Act B.E. 2504 should be
revised to cover the insufficiency of the laws. Also in order to prevent any
mjury resulting from the illegal use and possession of radio active substances,
the author has recommended that the penalties regarding these offenses should
be raised and the control and inspection procedures should be strictly enforced
so that they will deter violations of the laws. The public and the nation would

then be safer.
