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This thesis describes the construction of an interactive picture book
designed to teach a group of boy scouts at the Prathom Sueksa 5 level how to tie
knots.

In addition, the book was designed to satisfy the 80/80 criterion when
achievement levels are compared both prior to and after using this interactive
picture book. As such, this evaluation involved experimental research conducted
on the basis of a single group pre-test/post-test design pattern. Collected through
the application of the technique of cluster random sampling, the population sample
comprised forty Prathom Sueksa 5 students at the Nan Christian Sueksa School.

The research tools consisted of the aforesaid interactive picture book on
“tying knots” as a boy-scout activity, a learning achievement test couched at the
reliability level of .75, and a performance evaluation form. The Statistical Package
for Social Science for Windows (SPSS/FW) program was used to analyze the
results in terms of mean scores, Standard Deviation (S.D.) in addition to which a
t-test was also applied.

The findings show that the interactive picture book on “tying knots”
exhibits an efficiency level of 85.68/81.00. The learning achievement of the
Prathom Sueksa 5 students after using the interactive picture book was at a higher
level than before the experiment was conducted, at the .01 level of statistical

significance.
