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The purposes of this research were 1) to evaluate the educational standard
indicators of basic education levei under the Singburi Provincial Primary Education
Office. 2) to compare the evaluation educational standard indicators of basic education
level under the Singburi Provincial Primary Education Office. The samples of this study
were educational administrators and the teachers which were under the Singburi
Provincial Primary Cffice. The population was classified into three groups according to
the school size. The stratified random sampling technique was employed to draw
samples form 413 samples of the primary schools in Singburi. There were 113 samples
in small schools, 175 samples in medium schools and 125 samples in large schools.

The instrument used in this study was a questionnaire with five rating scale.
The questionnaires were sent to 40 administrators and 373 teachers (unit of analysis).
The questionnaires were completed and returned 100 percentage. The data were
analyzed by using percentage, arithmetic mean and standard deviation. Moreover,
One — way analysis of variance was employed to compare the differences
among the three school sizes. The Statistical Package for Social Sciences version
10.0.7 was utilized tc analyze.

Resuits :

1. The evaluation of educational standard indicators of basic education level
under the Singburi Provincial Primary Education Office consist of output, process and
input. The indicators were totally shown at a high level for all and each aspects.

2. There were no significant difference an evaluation of output, process and
input indicators among schools in different siEe. For the both indicators, output and
process were no significant differences, but input was significant difference at .05 level

of significance.
