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This thesis investigates the history and regulations regarding Thailand’s
law of extradition. At present, Thailand is in the process of enacting a new
extradition law. The researcher suggests that the Thai extradition law should
follow the regulations stipulated by the Model Treaty on Extradition promulgated
at the Prevention of Crime Meeting No. 8 held in Havana, Cuba.

Thai extradition law is out of date and this creates huge practical problems
with foreign countries concerning extradition, including the problem regarding
which criminal offenses render a criminal a suitable subject for extradition. The
researcher suggests that Extradition Law of B.E. 2472 and other related domestic
laws are out of date, unclear and contain legal loopholes. These create problems
concerning extradition which could be remedied by reference to the Model Treaty

on Extradition. This would be the case especially when Thailand has disputes

with other countries concerning problems relating to the putative terms of
extradition.

A United Nations resolution has been issued stipulating that the Model
Treaty on Extradition should become the standard for member nations and that
accordingly member states should adopt standards in domestic law compatible
with it.

Therefore, the regulations of the Model Treaty on Extradition will be used
as the basis for enacting a new bill in Thailand stipulating that domestic regulations
regarding extradition should be fully compatible with United Nations stipulations.
When this bill becomes law it will become unnecessary to frame ad hoc bills to

cope with special extradition problems.
