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This study has two purposes: 1) to compare the current narcotics
situation and trends in Thailand with those in Myanmar, Laos, Cambodia and
Malaysia; and 2) to investigate measures to solve and prevent narcotics
problems in Thailand and in the neighboring countries.

The study is based on a qualitative approach using documents and
interviews with key informants.

It is established that, for a long time, Thailand has been used as a route
for transporting narcotics to other countries. The government of Thailand is
seriously attacking this problem at both the domestic and international level.

This can be seen from various projects in National Economic and Social

Development Plans, and in bilateral and multilateral cooperation with these
neighboring countries. Measures used as cooperative mechanisms against
narcotic networking include, for example, diplomatic channels, Memoir of
Understanding (MOU), meetings, setting up of joint committees, technical

assistance, and training.
