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Illegal immigration is a very serious problem at the national level for
Thailand. However, the problem becomes much more severe when international
criminal organizations are involved in illegal immigration. International
organizations are fully aware of the dangers stemming from criminal groups
controlling illegal immigration. Accordingly, they have adopted measures
designed to suppress such criminal groups. There is an international protocol
against the smuggling of international migrants by land, sea or air. There are
additional United Nations conventions designed to counter criminal organizations
engaged in such smuggling. Thailand has signed the relevant convention, but
has yet to ratify it. Thailand has also failed to stipulate definite policies for

controlling illegal migration at the international level. The only Thai law available
for the control of immigration is the Immigration Act of B.E. 2522. Together

with other apposite laws, this Act has proven inefficacious in controlling
illegal immigration.

The findings of the current investigation suggest that the adoption of
the aforesaid international protocol can prevent and suppress illegal immigration
controlled by criminal elements. If the protocol is adopted, efficiency in
controlling illegal migrants will be greatly enhanced and, concomitantly,
international crimes will be prevented. In the view of this researcher, Thailand

is obligated to ratify this protocol in the near future.
