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The current research was initiated in order to:

1. Develop an educational video program that can educate Grade 7
students on issues of morality.

2. Compare levels of moral knowledge of students prior to and after
exposure to this educational video program.

3. Compare the level of ethical rationality of students who were
exposed to this video program.

4. Study the satisfaction of students exposed to this video program.

The sample group consisted of 105 Grade 7 students who studied in the
second semester of the 2005 academic year at the Assumption Suksa School
and at St. Raphael’s using a multi-stage random sampling technique.

‘Tools: The researcher developed the following tools in the course of
research:

(1) The educational video program; (2) evaluation forms; (3) tests on morality;
(4) tests on moral rationality; (5) tests of students’ degree of satisfaction with
the video program.

The main findings of the thesis were as follows:

1. The use of the video program enhanced effectiveness beyond the
specified standard level.

2. The mean of the posttest scores reading students” knowledge of ethics
was higher than that of pretest scores, at a statistically significant level of .05.

3. There was no significant difference in the mean of pretest and posttest
scores of moral rationality.

4. The students were satisfied with studying with the aid of the
educational video program at levels of much and very much (X = 4.10-4.79).

The students preferred to study through the use of the video program
and recommended it because it was interesting in view of its conceptual

content.
