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This research aims at studying the Administrative Court in terms of its
history, organization, and roles on the protection of the right and liberty.
These roles are divided into three categories: preventive role, alleviating role,
and promoting role. The research is done on the basis of documentary
research, collecting data mainly from the Administrative Courts orders and
judgments.

The study reveals that the protection of people’s rights and freedom
from unduly exercising State power and the protection of equality of people

before the law are the fundamental principles of a democratic regime of
government. In this connection, the Administrative Court is treated as an
important process for concretely guaranteeing people’s rights and freedom.
Since the Administrative Court started its operation, there have been many
cases submitted to it with high expectation of its roles in many aspects.

Obstacles to such roles are seen in three ways: (1) the delay in the

Court’s proceedings, (2) the lack of knowledge and understanding among
people on the Court’s proceedings, and (3) time limitation for the people to

submit their cases to the Court.
