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The purposes of this research were to study and compare performance
before and after the implementation of an external quality assurance
assessment by The Office for National Education Standards and Quality
Assessment (Public Organization), or ONESQA, in 3rd-4th level Schools
under the Tak Education Area 1 Office. The samples for this study consisted
of 280 administrators and teachers, while the main research instrument was in
the form of a questionnaire with a reliability value of 0.98.

The results were as follows:

1. The performance of the schools before the external quality assurance

assessment was at a medium level, but was at a high level subsequent to this.

2. The performance of the schools before the external quality assurance
assessment and afterwards exhibited a statistically significant difference at the
level of .05.

3. The performance of the administrators before the external quality
assurance assessment and afterwards exhibited a statistically significant
difference at the level of .05.

4. The performance of the teachers before the external quality
assurance assessment and afterwards exhibited a statistically significant
difference at the level of .05.

5. The perforrhance of teachers in the 1st-3rd level before the external
quality assurance assessment and afterwards exhibited a statistically
significant difference at the level of .05.

6. The performance of teachers in the 3rd-4th level before the external
quality assurance assessment and afterwards exhibited a statistically

significant difference at the level of .05.
