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The objective of this thesis is to study the application of the
probationary process in rehabilitating criminal offenders after court mediation
proceedings. The probationary process is carried out with the goal of ensuring
that agreements to pay damages resulting from in-court compromise contracts
are honored and that recidivism is decreased as much as possible.

The results of the study reveal that probation officers play a vital role

in rehabilitating offenders after in-court mediation proceedings by monitoring
the payments of damages according to compromise contracts and ensuring
strict compliance with the compromise contracts, so that the cases will not
become regular court proceedings again.

Presently, probation is considered a legal measure that can protect the
society from the harm committed by offenders since the offenders are closely
supervised by the probation officers. As a result, probation is an alternative to
imprisonment. It is a rehabilitative measure which focuses on the offenders
rather than on the crimes themselves. As such, the offenders who go through
mediation proceedings also take part in the making restitution. Mediation also
encourages harmony and is a factor in the prevention of future crimes.

Therefore, the author is of the opinion that probation is an alternative
solution which is suitable and necessary for the rehabilitation of the criminal
offenders who go through in-court mediation proceedings. Probation is a
process that monitors the offenders with a view towards rehabilitating them

and the injured parties are also equitably and quickly remedied.
