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ABSTRACT
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This independent study aimed to study the process of producing Wiang Kalong Pottery
and on using local wisdom and technology to produce Wiang Kalong pottery at Wiang Papao
district, Chiang Rai province. The sample group including 17 key informants consisted of pottery
specialists, producers and customers of Wiang Kalong Pottery. The data was collected by using
structural interviews and analyzed by descriptive writing. The results were as follows:

The production of Wiang Kalong Pottery in the past compared with the present found
that the soil was different. At present, some producers used ready-made soil, clay prepared it by
using machines; crushing, mangling and kneading it. The forming process used both natural and
ready-made colors for drawing and covering products. They also used gas stoves in place of kilns.
Products were developed fashionably to respond to customers’ demand.

Changes in using local wisdom and technology to produce Wiang Kalong pottery at
Wiang Papao district, Chiang Rai province were influenced by two factors consisting of internal
factors; the lack of craftsmen, and labour and materials, satisfaction of employers, etc. And
external factors consisted of production demanded by customers, customers’ popularity or

marketing tendency, competitor on market and production.
