This thesis examined the changes in patterns of and conditions affecting
commercial sex services of women in Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province.
The researcher undertook observations, focus group discussions, and in-depth interviews to
obtain niceded data information. Key informants comprised Comimercial sex workers, 2 still
in business at the time of the study and the other 3 alrcady quit. They all differed in age and
came {rom different service places. Collected data were cross-checked. classified, analyzed,
and descriptively and analytically presented.

Findings were as follows:

The servicing patterns were found to have varied. The direct and open pattern was
marked by fixed and easily identifiable servicing places such as a brothel, a home-based
phone number, a motel or a dormitory, The indirect and hidden pattern, on the other hand,
had no fixed servicing places/locations It relied on or operated through various front
activities or statuses. Those girls or women found to have engaged in commercial sex
normally worked and’or posed as waitresses, students, hair dressers and their assistants, beer
joint or karaoke place girls, masseuses and singers.

As regards the conditions affecting changes in commercial sex patterns, the very
conditions found operating in all 6 cased, and situations, luxurious lifestyle habits, peers, in
