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The objective of this present research was to develop a training course based
on problems-based learning for second key stage English teachers. The study
employed research and development methodology which comprised 4 phases. Phase
1- Studying problems and needé of second key stage English teachers. The
questionnaire was used to gathér information from 42 samples, this data was later
utilized as fundamental information for developing the course. Phase 2- Developing
and evaluating a training course. From the data obtained from phase 1 and the review
of related literature, the researchers developed a training course and its related
documents which were then submitted to the experts to evaluate their appropriateness.
Phase 3- Implementing the training course. The training course was experimented
with 18 second key stage English teachers for 3 days, the course effectiveness was
evaluated through the samples:;' kﬁowledge of learning and teachiﬁg' activities, their
capability in teaching, and their satisfaction towards the training course. Phase 4-
Following up the samples to their schools to validate the application of knowledge.
The results of the research showed that:

1. Concerning problems and needs of second key stage English teachers, it
was found that organizing the learning and teaching activities was the teachers’ major

problem, and they needed a training course focusing on the aforementioned problem.
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The course should emphasize both theory and practice, and it should last for 3 days.

2. Concerning the training course and its related documents. The developed
courée consisted of the following components: rationale, objectives, structure,
training units, training activities, training materials, and methods used for course
evaluation. Moreover the related documents were the trainer’s and the trainee’s
manuals. All of the documents were evaluated by the experts, and it was found that
they were appropriate and could be used for the actual training. |

3. Concerning the implementing of the training course, it was revealed that
the teachers’ knowledge of learning and teaching activities improved significantly
from the pre-to the post-tests (p < .05) .The teachers’ demonstration of classroom
teaching was appropriate at the high level. The teachers’ satisfaction fowards the
training course was at the high'.'lelx'/el.

4. Concerning the application of knowledge, it was found that the teachers
had multiple ways of applying the knowledge. In addition they were varied in their
used of knowledge depending on.the school environment, their workload, their ability

and interest, and the school policies.
