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The purposes of this research were to study (1) the self-concept,
intelligence quotient and emotional quotient; (2) the difference between
gender in terms of the self-concept, intelligence quotient and emotional
quotient; and (3) the relationship between the self-concept, the intelligence
quotient and the emotional quotient of Matthayom Suksa III students in the
Ramkhamhaeng University demonstration school.

The sample group for this study consisted of 210 students who were

studying in Matthayom Suksa III in the first semester of the 2006 academic
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year in Ramkhamhaeng University demonstration school. Questionnaires
were used as the main tools in this study and were divided into three-parts: the
first part of the questionnaires involved the self-concept, the second involved
the intelligence quotient, while the third involved the emotional quotient. The
data was analyzed in terms of frequencies, percentages, means, and standard
deviation, and a comparison made of different genders by using a t-test
(independent). In addition, Pearson’s Product-Moment Correlation was
employed to determine the relationship between the self-concept, the
intelligence quotient and the emotional quotient of the students.

The results of the study were as follows.

1. The students who differed in terms of gender exhibited no
differences in terms of their self-concept.

2. Students who differed in terms of gender exhibited differences with
regard to their intelligence quotient at a statistically significant level of 0.05. It
was also found that female students possessed a higher intelligence quotient
than their male counterparts.

3. The students who differed in terms of gender exhibited no
difference in terms of their emotional quotient.

4. A relationship exists between self-concept and emotional quotient at
a statistically significant level of 0.01, and with a Pearson’s Product-Moment

Correlation Coefficient of 0.654.

5. A relationship exists between intelligence quotient and emotional
quotient at a statistically significant level of 0.01, and with a Pearson’s

Product-Moment Correlation Coefficient of 0.178
