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The purposes of this research were (1) to study the level of students’
needs with regard to English language training at Ramkhamhaeng Institute of
Languages; and (2) to compare students’ needs in this program by reference to
gender, faculty and past training experience. A sample of 150 persons was
selected, using Yamané’s method, from the student register of the English
language skill development project for students of Ramkhamhaeng
University. A questionnaire with a level of reliability of 0.78 was used to
collect the data. The statistical methods used to analyze the data collected
consisted of percentages, means, standard deviation, t-test, One-way ANOVA
and Scheffé’s method as guided by SPSS (Statistical Package for the Social
Sciences or Statistical Product and Service Solutions for Windows).

The results of this research were as follows:

1. The overall needs of the students with regard to English language
training were found to be at a high level, as well as those in the aspects of
self-motivation, instruction, evaluation and teacher/trainer.

2. Regarding the comparison of the needs regarding English language
training of students who differed in terms of gender, faculty and past training
experience, there was found to be no significant differences in overall and in

all aspects.
