This research aimed to study the exposure and the satisfaction towards the Southern local media of
youths in Surat Thani Educational Institutes. The sampling group consisted of 361 persons, based
on Taro Yamane’s formula at the error of 0.5 with random sampling method. The tool used was the
questionnaire developed by the researcher. The data were analyzed by using percentage and mean
score. The research result showed that the exposure to the Southern local media (Manorah, or folk
drama) was through radiobroadcast, publication, outdoors media, internet and electronic media. The
number of being exposed to it was not over than 1 time per week at 38.20 percent. The duration for
being exposed to it was less than 1 hour per time at 61.80 percent. The purpose of being exposed to
it was as leisure/relaxation/entertainment at 68.10 percent. The overall satisfaction towards the
Southern local media (Manorah) was at a high level, with the average score of 3.99. As for the
exposure to the Southern local media (Talung film), the number of being exposed to it was not over
than 1 time per week at 65.40 percent. The duration of being exposed to it was 1-2 hours per time at
50.70 percent. The purpose of being exposed to it was as enjoyment/relaxation/entertainment at
49.30 percent. The overall satisfaction towards the Southern local media (Talung film, or shadow
play) was at a high level, with the average score of 4.05. As for the exposure to the Southern local
media (Pleng Bok, or folk song), the number of never being exposed to it in a week was at 76.20
percent. The duration for being exposed to it was less than 1 hour per time at 78.70 percent. The

purpose of being exposed to it was as enjoyment/relaxation/entertainment at 62.60 percent. The

overall satisfaction towards the Southern local media (Pleng Bok) was at a moderate level, with the

average score of 3.50.
