iOutcomes of the study : ( 1 ) the activating English language skills curriculum using
task-basediapproach, the supplementary materials and sample lesson plans : the curriculum consisted
of all key e:!lements and used task as the unit of analysis, tasks were selected according to learner's
need and einhanced the use of English to achieve the assigned task ( 2 ) after teaching, there was no
signiﬁcant! differences at the .05 level of the post-test achievement mean score between the
experiment'al group and the controlled group, but gain score of the experimental group was .95 of its

standard d{matlon while the controlled group was only .62 ( 3 ) the achievement mean score of the

experlment}al group was 65.62 which was increased 16.03 percent by the full score.
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
