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The purposes of this research study were to study the Guidelines for Facilities
Development in Historical Parks for the Disabled : A case Study of Sukhothai — Sti
Satchanalai - Kamphaengphet World Heritage Historical Parks and the guidelines for
provision of facilities and service of sources of historical tourism attraction suitabte to the
disabled group as a qualitative research study, with data collection from literatures and
field data using questionnaire forms with sampling groups of disabled persons of 3
categories comprising of physically and movement disability, sight disability, and
hearing disability or meaning communication tofal of 30 persons using narrative statistic
comprising of percentage, and the interview from the Chairman of Disabled Persons
Association of Thailand, the Chairman of Disabled Persons Association of Sukhothai
Province, the Chairman of Disabled Persons Association of Khamphaengphetch, the
Sight Di‘sabied  Persons Representative, the Hearing Disabled or Meaning
Communication Representative, the Directors of 8ri Satchanalai - Kamphaengphet
World Heritage Historical Parks with conclusion hereunder.

The results of the research study found that the sampling group disabled
persons were male (40.0)% and female (60.0%) were mostly of 30 - 39 years old

(53.3)%, with education lower than secondary education (53.3%), being with occupation
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of employee (53.3%) with income revenue of lower than Bafht 10,000 (76.7%) being with
physical or movement disability, sight disability, and hearing and meaning
communication disability (33.3%). In respect of the need on facilities for the disabled
person group in the Sri Satchanalai - Kamphaengphet World Heritage Historical Parks it
was found that the disabled persons group had the needs in 4 aspects of more than
80%.

The results of this research study suggested that the  Sri Satchanalai -
Kamphaengphet World Heritage Historical Parks must expedite to implement an
improvement and remedial correction urgently in respect of facilities development
dealing with architectural affairs or making remedial corrections on the existing parts to
be able to satisfy usages to facilitate for the movement disabled persons to be able to
see and the sight disabled persons, and the hearing disabled and meaning
communication disabled persons to hear and communicate meaning respectively
comprising of transportation and parking, gradient passages, toilets, surrounding
passage ways, direction signs or routing layout, symbols, information contact points,
accessories and other facilities, parking areas for the disabled persons should be made
available near to the Historical Parks Gateways for convenient entry and exit to and
from the Historical Parks, provision of sufficient toilets for the group of disable persons’
need for usage, including straight way passages, gradient passage ways, and provision

of other facilities meeting with defined standards for instances.
