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The research was designed (1) to study the relationships between
components of the print media of the Recycled Garbage Bank Handbook (e.g.,
covers, pictures, fonts, contents, profits) and the students’ perceptions of
recycled garbage banks, (2) to investigate the relationships between
demography and social factors (e.g., sex, families, school, information-
gaining behavior) and the students’ perceptions of recycle garbage banks, and
(3) to compare the different students’ perceptions of recycled garbage banks
before and after reading the Recycled Garbage Bank Handbook.

This research arrived at the following results:

1. The relationships between components of the Recycled Garbage
Bank Handbook and the students’ perceptions of recycle garbage banks
statistically occurred of level of 0.05. It implied that the components of the
Recycled Garbage Bank Handbook were important factors motivating the
students’ perceptions of recycled garbage banks in terms of separating
garbage and understanding the recycled garbage bank.

2. The demographic and the social factors (e.g., sex, schools, families,
societies) and students’ perceptions of recycled garbage banks were
statistically unrelated at the level of 0.05. The demographic and social factors
- did not affect students’ perceptions of recycled garbage banks because
students were able to learn from resources and their ordinary knowledge.

3. Most students had perceptions of recycled garbage banks (from 60-
79 percent), but their perceptions increased after reading the Recycled

Garbage Bank Handbook.
