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The objective of this study was to study factors affecting career selecting of the student,
major in vocational education, faculty of education, Chiang Mai University. The sample consisted
of as respondent from 4 department: Home economics, Business administration, Industrial and
Agriculture who graduated during the semester year 2/2548-3/2548 BE. The data collection were
from questionnaires. SPSS for windows was used for quantitative data analyses to obtain
percentage, mean and standard deviation. Content analyses was used for quantitative data,

From the study findings, it was found that the respondents were mostly female,
age from 21 years to 23 years, continuing program, mostly had study in industrial
program, grade point average 3.00- 3.50 per 3 semesters, graduated with the degree of
Diploma, parent’ s occupation were agriculture and family income average 4,000 - 10,000
per month.

| The factors related to career selecting of student in vocational education department can
concluded as follow: personal factor in term of high income and high benefit getting, family
factors in term of support from parent and social factor in term of demands of labour marketing.

Future career trend found form opinions of the student in term of freelance or private business.
