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This thesis dealed with parental actual and expectation conditions
regarding learning and teaching management at the kindergarten level at RU
Demonstration School (elementary level). Accordingly, comparisons of
parental opinions were provided by reference to gender, age, relationship to
students, level of education, occupation, and income. Finally, parental
suggestions regarding the learning and teaching management at the RU

Demonstration School (elementary level) were canvassed.
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The sample consisted of 229 parents of kindergarten 1-3 students in the
academic year 2006. This sample was obtained through proportional
stratified sampling from a total of 259 parents. The research tool was a ﬁve-'
rating scale questionnaire designed by the researcher. The data was
statistically analyzed using frequency, percentages, mean, standard deviation,

t-test, one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA), and Scheffe’s method.
The findings were as follows:

1. Both in overall terms and in each category, parents’ opinions toward
the actual conditions of learning and teaching management at the kindergarten
level at RU Demonstration School (elementary level) were at a high level in
the following order: the role of the teachers, school management, maintenance

of the building and its surroundings, and learning and teaching management.

2. Both in overall terms and in each category, the parents’ opinions
regarding expected conditions of learning and teaching management as well
as those in the surroundings and building maintenance, learning and teaching
management, and the management of the school were at a high level, but in

regard to the role of teachers was rated as the highest.

3. Parents who differed in their relationship with the students, level of
education, and income, had difference opinions regarding the actual
conditions at the RU demonstration school (elementary level). Parental
differences in terms of gender, age, relationship with the students, level of
education, and occupation were not expressed in differing opinions regarding

the expected conditions of learning and teaching.
4. Parents exhibited differences in terms of their opinions regarding the

actual and expected conditions of learning and teaching management at the
RU Demonstration School (elementary level) both in overall terms and in

regard to all four categories.
