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The purposes of the research about condition abuse among the elderly in
Phichit Province are fo study condition abuse and to study the correlations among the
variables of individual factors, family factors, and social role factors of the elderly, and -
conditions abuse to the elderly. This is a descriptive research. The population used in
this research is the elderly in the area of Phichit Province. The samples use the instant
table of Krejcie & Morgan, and the number of the population is 381 people, and they are
randomized. The samples are chosen by multi-stage sampling, and the population is the
elderly in the areas of Tub Kilor District, Sam Ngarm District, and Muang Phichit District.
The equipment used in data collection is a questionnaire for the elderly about abuse
condition among them. The questionnaire is produced from studying concepts, theories,
and related literary works. The precision values of the behavior evaluation form and the
levels of abuse are equal to 0.93. The statistics used in this research are percentile,
mean, standard deviation. The correlation is found by Pearson Product Moment
Coefficient, and Chi-Square.

- The results are found that;

1. Generally the levels of elderly abuse are found that the elderly in Phichit
Province are maltreated in no severe level. It is found that the level of the abuse is only
-4.66%. Mainly the elderly are abused by being ignored or abandoned from the ones who
should look after therﬁ. This issue is 12.69%. Another issue is the elderly are maltreated
in emotion or mind for 6.19%, and the issue of sexual abuse is the least, which is only
0.09%, respectively. When considering in details of the behaviors in each level, it is
found that there are two severe characteristics; emotion and mind by being indifferent or
ignored, feeling as others bore them, being uninvited to have meal, and being acted with
no respect (e.g. walk pass without showing respect, send something over their heads or
their bodies, or walk with too heavy step or thrown something to them), and the other
severe characteristics is ignorance in looking after themselves: feeling that they are a
burden in the family. And it is found that there is no sexual abuse.

2. The correlations among the variables, individual characteristics, family
factors, social role factors, and abuse to the elderly are found that in all the 16
independent variables, there are 5 variables that have statistical correlation to the abuse
variables to the elderly that are: health condition, congenital disease, disability or

troubles to do daily routines, the number of families, and the roles in the family.
