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The general purpose of this research was to develop the causal model of the'
factors influencing the success in community based network management for health.
There were 3 specific purposes of studies: (1) To identify the factors influencing the
success in community based network management for health by mean of collecting data
from 4 case studies of health's communities network through the multi site-case design
together with relevant literatures and theories, followed by formulating of the tentative
hypothetical causal model of the factors influencing the success in community based
network management for health, (2) To construct and develop the hypothetical causal
model of the factors influencing the success in management of community based
network for health by inquiring into the in-dept information from the same case studies
performed in phase (1) in order to verified the model theoretically, then construct the
hypothetical causal model of the factors influencing the success in management of
cOmmunity based network for health followed by verification and modification of the
formulated "hypothetical causal model from the interview of experts' opinions. (3) To
verify the conformity between developed hypothetical causal model an 798 urban
communities and 802 rural communities that collected through the multi-stage random

sampling technique. Basic Statistics, correlation and structural equation modeling
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analysis by using LISREL programme were employed for data analysis. The findings of
this study were as follows:

1. Theré were 6 factors influencing the success in community based network
management for health, which are Leadership, Community Involvement, Foundation
Factors for Community Network Management, Coordination in Community Network,
Communication in Community Network, and Network Relationship.

2. The conformity between the developed hypothetical causal model and
empirical data revealed that the causal model of the factors influencing the success in
community based network management for health conforms to empirical data collected
from communities based network for health in the urban area, rural area, as well as the
overall. All the factors in the model could be employed to explain the variation of the
success in community based network management for health in the value of about 69%,
67%, and 71% respectively.

3. Inthe overall point of view, the most influencing factor through the success of
the community based network management for health is the leadership. However, the
Communication in Community Network, Foundation Factors for Community Network
Management , Community Involvement, Coordination in Community Network, and
Network Relationship Factor, in the order, also affect thevsuccess of the community

based network management for health.
