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The objectives of this research,“The Development of Debt Management Model
in Agri-Rurat Household of Bank for agriculture and Agricultural Cooperative (BAAC.) in
The Lower Northern Thailand” are ; 1) to analyze the situation and the cause of problems
on policy implementation of debt management in agri-rural household of Bank for
Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperative (BAAC.) from the past to the present, 2) to
evaluate debt management model in agri-rural household of Bank for Agriculture and
Agricultural Cooperative (BAAC.) at the present and 3) to present the efficiency model
of debt management in agri-rural household in the Lower Northern Thailand. This
research is the research and development, the sampling selection is based on stratified
four stage sampling. The results are following; 1) agri-rural houséhold debt increase by
the internal factors which estimated by household income in the future and correlated to
household debt at 0.05 significant. The external factors effect to household debt, consist
of, economic policy that influence to the pattern of household production and
occupation, production structure as well as agricultural product market, which depend
on production relating external factors. The failure of mechanism system to help the risk

of natural disasters and the relation of debt of household and loan as the correlation of

depending debt relate to household debt at 0.05 significant. 4In the part of public policy
implementator, all level of administrators and staff should understand each other in order
to be a teaching team. They are responsible for agri-household debt solving routinely
and evaluation for appropriate improvement. 2) Debt management model consist of debt
postponement, debt suspension, debt restructuring, debt compromising and loan for
debt problem solving by the offioe of the permanent secretary; the prime minister office.
The household accounting are still necessary to solving debt problems for agri-
household: However, household accounting needs to be improved and relate to real
income as well as paying ability of household. 3) The new model of debt management,
which is created by household needs and experts’ perspective, call “CCR model”. The
model is designed to reduce production risk by crop insurance and reduce agri-market
risk by crop guarantee and paying debt in repayment in kind. All three parts has to
continuously work through government’s clear policy and policy implementation under

the role of a responsible organization.
