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The purposes of this study were to: 1) investigate the sexual behaviors that
caused problems to Lower Northern Rajabhat Universities' students; 2) construct student
management procedure in solving students' problems on sexual behaviors; and detect
utilities, correctness, suitability, feasibility, and usage of the procedure constructed from
evident data. The Qualitative Research and Quantitative research were applied in these
research. The populations were female students who had experienced problems in
sexual relation at Lower Northern Rajabhat Universities.

The findings are indicated as follows:

1. Causes and structure of the sexual behaviors that caused problems to the
students are presented consecutively: 1) Regarding the structure of sexual behaviors;
2) the components of sexual behaviors; 3) causes of sexual behaviors; 4) In light of the
effects fronﬁ sexual behaviors ; and 5) regarding the affects from sexual behaviors

2. The format of the student management procedure to solve the problems
happened from students’ sexual behaviors comprised 4 components and 13 sub-
components: 1) Five sub-components of causes and structures of sexual behaviors that
caused problems to the students; 2) Two sub-components of student management
committee to modify the sexual behaviors; 3) Five sub-components of sexual behavior
modifying procedure; and 4) One sub-component of desirable graduate indicators.

Detecting utilities, correctness, suitability, feasibility, and usage of the student
managément procedure to‘ modify students’ sexual behaviors at Lower Northern
Rajabhat Universities was constructed with evident data using a seminar of
connoisseurship with 11 connoisseurs to consider and criticize for correctness,
suitability, feasibility, and convenience of employing the format with the evident data. It
was revealed that the connoisseurs’ points of view toward the format constructed from

the evident data were at the highest levels.
