This research employed pretest-posttest one group experimental design.

It was to enhance responsibility of the students through the use of local music activities.
The sample comprised 27 Mathayom Suksa 1 enrolled in 2™ seraester of 2003 academic year,
Ban Rong Nam, San Pa Tong District, Chiang Mai Province. The students participated in the
6 weeks session in wihich 5 local music activities were carried out. The instrument included the

5 activity plans and the responsibility test which was administered with the students before and
after the experiment. The data were analyzed in terms of frequency distribution, percentage,
mean, standard deviation, and t-test. The findings revealed that the students’ responsibility

increased after joining the activities.
