The study of the Solutions of Flood Management Problem of Tambom Padad Administrative
Organization, Mueang Distrist, Chiang Mai Province aimed to (1) to analyze the solutions and
administrative restriction of flood management problem of Tambom Padad Administrative
Organization, Mueang Distrist, Chiang Mai Province, (2) to survey the impact of flood problem on
the people in Tombon Padad, (3) to find out the collaboration from another related organization to
solve the flood problems, (4) to survey the opinions of people toward the performance of flood
problem solving in Padad Administrative Organization.

The sampling units for this study was consist of executives, council members, leadership,
officers of Tombon Padad Administrative Organization and people in Tombon Padad.

The study found that :

1. The restriction and the solution were the inadequate budget, emproperly authority
which cannot manage the solution and the collaboration from another government agency, private
sector and the people.

So that, Padad Administrative Organization should collaborate with another goverment
organizations or officers, consisting of political and administrative agencies, citizens, private
sector and government agency including another local administrative organizations, to solve the
flood problems seriously.

2. The impact of flood problem on the people in Tambon Padad were lacking of the
hygienic food.

3. The sample group thought that the way to prevent and solve the flood problems in the
past, was in good level. The best way they agreed was the distribution of sand bags and sand to
the citizens to dam the flood.

4. The sample group agreed on the way to prevent flood in Padad Administrative
Organization in the future, in high level. The most request was to remove or modify the old Ta-
Wang-Tan dam to be the new one or the drain water gate to drain more quickly, and use the new

technology with it. And another request was to make a platform of the road beside the Ping River.
