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The purposes of this study were 1) to study the conditions toward activities
which promote desirable moral among students 2) to create and check strategies in
promoting activities which create desirable moral among students in public universities
3) to evaluate the possibility in using the created strategies to create desirable moral
among students in public universities.

Steps in conducting this research were 1) studying the conditions toward
activity management to promote student's moral, the simple were vice dean students
affair, director students affair, adviser in activities, organization undergraduate committee
and student's moral in nine public university 2) creating and checking strategies which
create desirable moral 3) evaluating the possibility in applying the created strategies to
promote student’s desirable moral in public universities, The sample were vice president
student affair vice dean students affair, director students affair ,adviser in activity and
head of organization undergraduate committee in eighteen Institutes. The results

revealed that :

1. Conditions toward activity management to promote student's moral were as

follow. )
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1.1 The fourth year student found that conditions toward the activities to
promote student’'s moral, as a whole, were at a high level. When each aspect was
considered, the‘participation in activities to create desirable student's moral was at the
highest level. -

1.2 Undergraduate committee members found that conditions toward the
activities which promote student’'s moral, as a whole, were at a high level. When each
aspect was considered, the process of activity management to create desirable
student’s moral were at the highest level.

1.3 Advisers in activities and director students affair found that co/nditions
toward the activities which promote student’s moral, as a whole, were at a high level.
When each aspect was considered, the participation in activities to create desirable
student's moral were at the highest level.

1.4 The vice president and the vice dean for student affair found that
conditions toward the activities to promote student's moral, as a whole, were at a high
level. When each aspect was considered, the participation in activities to create‘
desirable student's moral were at the highest level.

2. Strategies and check strategies to promote activities to create desirable
student’s moral in public universities comprises four main strategies, 19 sub-strategies,
77 methods and 78 KPlIs.

Strategy 1 The promotion of budgeting in activity management to create
desirable student’s moral comprises four sub-strategies, 13 methods and 13 KPls.

Strategy 2 The promotion of participating in activity management to create
desirable student's moral comprises four sub-strategies, 14 methods and 14 KPIs.

Strategy 3 The promotion of process in activity management to create
desirable student's moral comprises seven sub-strategies, 31 methods and 32 KPls.

Strategy 4 The promotion of using innovation and knowledge management to

create desirable student's moral comprises four sub-strategies, 19 methods and 19 KPls.
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3. The possibility in applying strategies to promote activities to create desirable

student's moral in public universities comprises four sfrategies, 19 sub-stratgies,
67methods and 68 KPIs.

Strategy 1 The promotion of budgeting in activities to create desirable
student’s moral comprises four sub-strategies, 8 methods and 8 KPlIs.

Strategy 2 The promotion of participating in activities to create desirable
student’s moral comprises four sub-strategies, 12 methods and 12 KPls.

Strategy 3 The promotion of process in activities to create desirable
student’'s moral comprises seven sub-strategies, 29 methods and 30 KPIs.

Strategy 4 The promotion of using innovation and knowledge management to

create desirabl student's morale comprises four sub-strategies, 18 methods and 18 KPls.
