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The study of Factors Affecting The Decision-Making of Thai Tourists to Travel
to China After the 2008 Beijing Olympics had purposes as followed 1) to study the.
factors affecting the decision-making of Thai tourists to trave! to China after The 2008 .
Beijing Olympics 2) to improve tourism programs or to make a policy for Thai tourists’
needs and to reach its markets. The sample group consisted of Thai tourists who
traveled to China by Weekend Tour and companies during December 2008 to January
2009. The sample size was 400 tourists. The instrument used was questionnaires. The
statistic used were percentage, mean, standard deviation, frequency, one-way analysis
of variance (ANOVA) and Least Significant Difference (LSD).

The study revealed that:

1. Most Thai tourists who answered the questionnaires were female aged
between 31-40 years old, single status, Bachelor Degree, private companies’
employees, and salaries 15,001-25,000 Baht per month.

2. There was no statistically significant difference at 0.05 among Thai tourists
differentiated in gender, age, marital status, and education level effected the decision
making for tourism to China after the Olympics Beijing Games. On the other hand,
occupation and salary had effected the decision making for tourism to China after the

Olympics Beijing Games 2008 on the attractive tourist places at a 0.05 significantly.

3. Personal information of Tourism to China were follow:

3.1 There was no statistically significant difference at 0.05 level among the
different objectives for tourism affected the decision making for tourism to China after the
Olympics Beijing Games 2008.

3.2 There was a statistically significant difference at 0.05 level among the
tourism budget differentiated toward the decision making for tourism to China after the
Olympics Beijing Games 2008 on the attractive tourist places, the public relation,,énd the
tourist activities.

3.3 There was no statistically significant difference at‘ 0.05 level of the
decision making for tourism to China after the Olympics Beijing Games 2008 on the
travel mates.

3.4 There was a statistically significant difference at 0.05 level of the
decision making for tourism to China after the Olympics Beijing Games 2008 on the-

differentiation on information toward the attractive tourist places.
