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The purposes of this research were: 1) To make analysis of models and
mechanisms of the academic administration for foreign languages teaching in
universities of both Thailand and China. 2) To Construét and monitor the hypothetical
model of the academic administration for foreign language teaching in universities of
Thailand. 3) To assess the model of the academic administrat'ion for foreign language
teaching in universities of Thailand.

The research methodology was performed into 3 steps: Step 1 was the analysis
and synthesis of relevant documentary research findings, theories, and practices in
academic affairs administration in the People’s Republic of China and Thailand. Step 2
was to construct the hypothetical model of the academic administration for foreign
language teaching in universities of Thailand. Then monitor the hypothetical model of the
academic administration for foreign language teaching universities of Thailand by 9
related experts. Step 3 was to monitor the formed model perceived using the answered

Questionnaire by stake holders of 45 universities in Thailand.
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The research findings were as foliows:

1. The academic administrative model of foreign language teaching in
universities of’ThaiIand consists of 4 major components: 1) academic resource
manégement 2) curriculum management 3) teaching and research management
4) management process.

2. models and components of the academic administrétion for foreign

2.1 Five sub-comporents of academic resource management: . ’make
reputation of curriculum, budget managément, facilities office, equipments and teaching
staffs. | |

2.2 Eight sub-components of curriculum management: constituting purpose
of curriculum, constituting structure of curriculum, constituting purpose of program,
constituting content of curriculum, constituting purpose of teaching, constituting
strategies of teaching, evaluation and constituting teaching material.

2.3 Eight sub-components of teaching and research management: teaching
management, evaluation effect of studying management, inspection management,
human resource development management, projects management, information
management and evaluation effect of task.

2.4 Four items of management process: planning, managing, directing and
quality controlling.

3. The result of monitoring the hypothetical model of the academic
administration for foreign language teaching in universities of Thailand consists 4
components and 52 sub-components of academic administrative model of foreign
languages teaching of universities in Thailand

4. The result of monitoring the mode!l of the academic administration for foreign
language teaching of universities in Thailand are assessed as useful, and appropriate

for the academic administration for foreign languages teaching of universities in

Thailand.
