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The purposes of this study were 1) to develop a video tape program on
"Sufficiency Economy" for pratomsuksa 6 students at the 80/80 criteria 2) to compare
achievement of students comprehension before and after learning. 3) to study of student
satisfaction fo the video tape program on "Sufficiency Economy”.

The sample used in research were pratomsuksa 6 students form Muang
Phisanulok, Phisanulok province number 30 with the cluster random sampling. The
research method was research and development into 2 steps as follows: 1) Creating and
developing a video tape program on "Sufficiency Economy" 2) Utilizing and Evaluating
the satisfaction of student to the video tape program on "Sufficiency Economy”.

The research result found that 1) the video tape program on "Sufficiency
Economy"* for pratomsuksa 6 students meet the efficiency at 83.33/82.83 that its higher
than criterion 80/80. 2) the achievement of post-study higher than pre-study dose at the
statistical significant .01 3) student satisfaction to a video tape program on “Sufficiency

Economy” was at high level.
