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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the present study were: 1) to study data based on research, 2) to synthesize of
masters degree theses by investigated learning achievement between different teaching approaches in
substance 1" levels (primary education grade 1-3) . The meta-analysis method developed by Hunter
and the others (1982) was employed. The data were obtained from thesis in gradnate school in
Thailand which centered around the topic of Thai teaching / learning substance 1" levels (primary
education grade 1-3) from 9 universities: Kasetsart University, Khon Kaen University, Chulalongkomn
University, Chiang Mai University, Naresuan University, Burapha University, Mahasarakham
University, Silpakorn University and Srinakharinwirot University. The theses were punlished between
1990 to 2002. These theses were screened according to synthesis criteria specified in — characteristic -
evaluation form. The total amount of 170 theses were synthesized as follows : 42 theses were qualified
for analyzing by meta-analysis. The research tools consisted of a research evaluation form and a
research-result summary form. Percentages and Huuter and others (1982) are effect size formula were

used in data analysis.

The finding :

i. The theses were produced mostly at Srinakharinwirot University (20.6 percent). In the
12939 academic year a large number of theses pertaining to instruction appeared (14.1 percent). The
research design mostly employed experimental method (59.4 percent). The subjects used in this
particular line of research mostly were pupils of Prathomsuksa II (35.9 percent) and schoois under the
Jurisdiction of National Committee Primary Cducation Office (88.2 percent).

2. There were 17 experimental research employing one-group pretest-posttest design (which
accounted for 10.00% of the total of theses). And there were studies of learning achievement using the
constructed spelling exercise form and leaming achievement using concentrated language encounters
approach. Results of a synthesis revealed that the developed-teaching method enabled students to attain
higher learning achievement than the conventional teaching method, with the means of effect size were

2.714 and 1.813 times of the pooled standard deviation of both pretest-posttest groups, respectively.
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3. There were 25 experimental research employing experimental and control group design
(which accounted for 14.71% of the total of theses). And there were developed leaming studies
achievemem using various approaches : peer tutoring group, exercise approach, games music, cartoon
picture texts and realistic picture texts and concentrated language encounters approach. Results of a
synthesis revealed that the developed teaching methods eunabled the student to attain higher learning
achievement than the conventional teaching method, with the means of effect size were 0.74, 0.98,

0.55, 0.86 and 1.99 times of the pooled standard deviation of both experimental and control groups,

respectively.
