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Abstract
Purposes of the Study

The purposes of the study were to

1. nvestigate the satisfa_ction of parents on the children’ s lifevskills obtained
from the English Program Schools in Bangkok.

2. compare the parents' satisfaction to the children’ s Iife skills obtained from
the English Program Schools in Bangkok according to sex, age, levels of education,

occupation and income factors.

Methodology

The sample of this study were 334 parents of the English Program schools in
Bangkok obtained by simple random sampling.

The tools were the questionnaire of the parents’ satisfaction of the students’ life;
skills from the English Program schools in Bangkok which was ‘rating scale”
questionnaire,

The data was analyzed using mean and standard deviation and compared the:
parents’ satisfaction with the 9 skills, namely the students’ skills of self awareness |
problem solving, planning and management, visionary possess, finding and using data ,

taking risks, communication and interpersonal relations, social adjustment and
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team work; classified according to gender (lested by statistic caled t —tesl ), age,
education, occupation and rates of income.
The one way analysis of variance was used in case of finding the difference of

statistical significance, the compare test was used by LSD ( Fisher's Least - Significant

Different ).

The study findings are :

The parents’ satisfaction to students’ life skills from the English Program Schoo s
in Bangkok was high in general.

1. The satisfaction of parents with different gender was no significantly differer t
between the students’ life skills of the English Program Schools 1n Bangkok.

2. The satisfaction of parents with different ages was no significantly different
between the students’ life skills from the English Program Schools in Bangkok.

3. The satisfaction of parents with different levels of education was different
between the students' life skills from the English Program schools in Bangkok.

4. The satisfaction of parents with different occupations was no significantly
different between the students’ life skills from the English Program Schools in Bangkok.

5. The satisfaction of parents with different income was different between the

students' life skills from the English Program Schools in Bangkok.
