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This study applies the qualitative research method by conducting a
documentary research along with the descriptive analytical approach. Various
kinds of document, such as textbooks, articles, research reports, and theses,
including information related to the principle of Good Governance and the
administration of Transport Company Limited are used as sources of data for
the study. Moreover, organizing interviews with executives and administrators
working in different units of the company is applied as another research
technique.

According to the study, Good Governance comprises many features,
such as transparency, worker participation, collective responsibility, and cost
efficacy. Based on the Good Governance, Transport Company Limited is
facing many administration problems and constraints causing from both
external and internal factors. Bigger expense of fuel price (the company’s
main expense) resulting from the fuel price adjustment and the increasing in
numbers of the competitors that initiates more alternatives to the passengers
are considered as the external factor; meanwhile, the insufficient of
information on the allocation of funds necessary for performance assessment
of each business and the confusion over the purposes of the government
policies--as the main cause affecting the management of government

enterprises--are accounted for internal factors.
