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" The purposes of this research were to compare students’ English reading comprehension
before and after being taught through START strategy and study English writing ability after
being taught through START strategy. The target group was 43 students in Mathayom Suksa 5/6,
tak.ing the Critical Reading English Course 2 (English 42202) in the second semester of the
a-lcademic year 2009 at Sacred Heart College, Muang District, Chiang Mai Province. The
experiment followed the one group pretest - posttest design. The experimental instruments

" consisted of START strategy for 20 hours with 10 lesson plans and an English reading
comprehension test which was administered to the students before and after the experiment. A

Wriﬁng ability test was administered to the students after each lesson plan. The data obtained were

analyzed by using mean, standard deviation and percentage. The findings of this research were as
follows: | |
. 1. The students’ English reading comprehension scores after being ﬁmgﬁt through the
START strategy increased from a ;‘very poor level” up to a “medium level”.
2. The students’ English writing ability fulfilled the criteria of the “gcﬁd level” after
being taught through the START strategy
