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The purposes of this research were to study English listening-speaking
abilities of the expanding level students during the use of task-based language
teaching focused on interaction patterns, and to compare social skills before and
after being taught through task-based language teaching focused on interaction
patterns. The target group comprised 15 Matthayom Suksa 4 students who enrolled
in English II (E 41102) at Sacred Heart College, Chiangmai, in the second semester
of the academic year 2008. The experimental instruments were 10 lesson plans using
task-based language teaching focused on interaction patterns. The data collecting
instruments were a listening-speaking ability evaluation form and a social skill
questionnaire. The data obtained were analyzed by using mean, percentage and
standard deviation.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The English listening-speaking abilities of the students who were taught
through task-based language teaching focused on interaction patterns were mostly
at the excellent level (40%).

2. The social skills of the students were higher after being taught through task-based
language teaching focused on interaction patterns.
