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The purposes of this research were to study students’ English reading habits, to
compare grammatical knowledge and to compare writing ability after extensive
reading. The population consisted of developing level students of Chiang Mai University
Demonstration School, parents, and instructors. Research instruments consisted of book reports,
reading habits questionnaire, focus group interview questions, instructor reflections and tests.
The data were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and content
analysis.

The findings were as follows.

1. The students’ reading habits were at the first three levels which were at receiving,
responding, and valuing levels. The students need more time to develop their reading habits at
organization and characterization levels.

2. The students’ grammatical knowledge was increased.

3. The students’ writing ability was increased.
