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ABSTRACT 180184

The purpose of this research was to study the use of storyline method
instruction for intellectual development of preschool children. The subjects were
12 preschool children who were studied in the second semester of the academic
year 2006 at Banpua School, Pong District , Phayao Province.

The instruments used in this study were : 1) Post test for Intellectual
Development, 2) Learning Activities Observational Forms, 3) Lesson plans using
storyline method . The children learned by using storyline method and were
observed by the researcher . Data were analyzed by percentage and presented
with descriptive writing.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. 75 % of children had improved their intelligence score on abilities to
think and understand, 8.33 % of them score at the same, and 16.66 % children had
decreased on intelligence scores.

2. After learning storyline method instruction, the children could follow
the instruction, tell and explain continually and relevantly about the things that
they had done to the others. Additionally, children could group, classify,
sequence of events, and had creative thinking abilities.
