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The study was undertaken to (1) identify the mental health problems of
drug-dependent families; (2) compare the problems arising in families with
different personal family factors; (3) compare the mental health problems of
associated with caring for a drug-dependent family members in families with
drug dependencies of various duration; (4) compare the mental health
problems of drug-dependent families whose family members had different
amount of treatment; and (5) compare the mental health problems of drug-
dependent families using different types of drug.

The study group consisted of 145 drug-dependent families who brought
their drug-dependent members to the Thanyarak Institute during the period at
August to October 2005. Data collection was performed using the Symptoms
Checklist-90 (Thai-Version). Raw data were reduced and statistically
analyzed using percent, mean, standard deviation, t-test and factorial ANOVA
methodologies, all at the 0.05 level of significance.

The findings were as follows: (1) the mental health problems of ail
drug-dependent families was normal; (2) no significant differences in mental
health problems were seen between drug-dependent families with different
personal family factors; (3) no significant differences in mental health were
seen between drug-dependent families with different durations providing care
to drug-dependent family members; (4) significant differences in mental
health problems between drug-dependent families whose drug-dependent
members had different amount of treatment when measured at the 0.05 level
of significance; and (5) no significant differences in mental health problems

were seen between drug-dependent families using different types of drug.
